3.) Work to initiate new ideas or programs that help the Kentucky Professional Photographers Association
to grow and prosper by increasing membership and the benefits received by the membership.

4.) Dedication to the promotion of ethical business practices.

5.) The Kentucky Award (for a Sustaining Member) is normally given to a person or persons who is
dedicated to photography and is held in esteem by his peers in the photographic profession.
